STUDY OF PRE-FIGHT PSYCHOLOGY STATE IN BOXERS

Boxing is a high-intensity confrontational sport, and the pre-competition
psychological state of athletes has a decisive impact on their competitive
performance. Based on the theory of sports psychology, this study systematically
analyzed four common psychological state of boxers before the game: stress, fear,
war fatigue and overexcitement. The study pointed out that if these states are not
scientifically intervened and regulated, they will directly lead to technical
deformation, tactical errors and decreased sports results. The research results
provide a theoretical and practical basis for optimizing the psychological
preparation of boxers and improving their sports performance. Keywords: boxers,
pre-competition psychological state, sports psychology, competitive anxiety,
psychological intervention system.
